Å Youôve got to have ñthe talk.ò Before the last 

school bell rings for the year, sit down with your 

children and let them know that reading and 

learning activities will be an impor-

tant part of their summer. Assure 

them that theyôll still have lots of 

time for play and relaxation. 

 

Å Find activity books to exercise 

their minds. There is a huge vari-

ety of activity books available, usu-

ally catered to specific age groups. 

Give your children their own activ-

ity book, and let them work at their 

own pace to finish it. (Set a ñdue 

byò date to keep them on track.) Crossword   

puzzles, math activity books, and number      

puzzles all keep childrenôs brains in motion. 

 

Å Set a reading time every day. Set aside a  
certain time every day where everyone turns off 

the computer, TV, music, and video games, and 

spends 15 minutes or more reading. (As busy as 

parents are, itôs important that you participate as 

well, even if you just read the newspaper.) 

 

Å Get great recommendations on books for 

your child. Check out the American Library    

Associationôs lists on Summer Reading and 

L e a r n i n g  f o r  C h i l d r e n  a t 

www.ala.org/ala/alsc/alscresources/summerreadi

ng/recsummerreadinecommendedreading.htm. 

Be sure to sign your kids up for library summer 

book clubs, too! 

 

Å Be ñinternational.ò Set aside one or two nights 
during the summer to have an international     

evening. Together, find recipes from a different 

nation and put together a special meal. Learn a 

few basic words in that countryôs language and 

find a childrenôs book or an encyclopedia article 

that gives information on what life is like in that 

country. Get out a world map or a globe and 

show them where the country is and talk about 

what youôd want to visit if you could go there. 

 

Å Incorporate ñthinkingò into 

traveling. If your family is able to 

take vacation during the summer, 

include stops at a few places that 

sneak in learning, along with fun. 

Zoos, childrenôs museums, and 

historic sites are educational as 

well as entertaining. For bonus 

learning, have your children help 

you plot out the trip using maps or 

an atlas. Older children can tally 

up the miles, keep track of expenses, or figure 

out gas mileage. 

 

Å Participate in sports/exercise. With hours of 

free time every day, thereôs always time to build 

in some physical activity. Even if your child canôt 

participate in a local sports league or community-

based team, there are plenty of ways to get     

exerciseðfrom jumping rope to family walks. 

 

There are wonderful resources available through 

schools, libraries, and on the Internet to help 

families keep their childrenôs brains ñaliveò during 

the dog days of summer. Even though it takes a 

little bit of effort on your part, the payoff, in terms 

of their education, is beyond measure.

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FROM THE NURSE by Karen Richardson  

Ten facts you should know:  
 

1. The average 10 year old girl weighed 77 pounds in 1963; today, 88.  The 10 year-old boy weighed          
74 pounds; today, 85. 

2. A 2006 study tracking 2,000 low-income children in 20 cities found that a third were overweight or obese 
before age 4. 

3. Even more than smoking/drinking, says a UCLA/Rand study, obesity triggers significant health problems 
and increases health spending. 

4. Children and teens consumed 110-165 more calories than they burned each day over a 10 year period, 
adding up to 58 pounds of extra weight, according to a Harvard University study. 

5.  Two percent of US children eat a healthy diet as defined by the Agriculture Department. 

6. ñHuskyò car seats were developed several years ago.  More than 250,000 children younger than six        
exceeded the weight standards for regular car seats in 2006. 

7.  Soft-drink consumption has increased 300% in 20 yrs and is the leading source of added sugars for    
adolescents. 

8.  Twenty-five percent of all vegetables eaten in the US are french fries or chips. 

9.  Twenty-five percent of all Americans eat fast food at least once a day. 

10.  Americans consume 20% more calories than a generation ago: most come from fats and oils (63%), 
grains (up 43%) and sugar (up 19%).

The newly released Task Force Report highlights the importance of regular physical activity in the fight 
against childhood obesity.  One of the easiest and most enjoyable ways to incorporate activity into your     
familyôs daily routine is to get moving outside! 
 

Children today are spending half as much time outdoors as their parents didðand on average, more than six 
hours per day in front of electronic media.  Research cited in the report attributes the poor health of many of 
todayôs children in part to a ñgenerational decline in the level of outdoor recreation in natural environments.ò  It 
states that children are ñhealthier, happier, and have better social skills if they have frequent opportunity for 
free and unstructured play outdoors.ò 
 

Obesity has become a national health concern.  Over 60% of US adults and 15% of children age 9 ï 16 are 
overweight.  Three hundred thousand deaths per year are associated with overweight and obesity.  Healthier 
diets could prevent at least $71 billion per year in medical costs, lost productivity, and lost lives.   If you have 
been thinking about doing something to get your family eating healthier this would be a good time to begin.  
When families eat healthier together itôs a lot easier on everyone than trying to prepare one food for one    
person and something else for another.  If your child is overweight, donôt think about putting them ñon a dietò.  
Think about everyone in the house starting a healthier lifestyle.  That means eating better foods, but it also 
means getting out and getting exercise.  If your childôs activities make it difficult to do family activities, then 
while your child is at football/baseball practice, you can walk around the field several times with other parents.  
Let you child know that exercise is important for everyone.  On weekends plan family outings if nothing more 
than the family taking a walk around the neighborhood.  Purchase a pedometer for each member of the family 
and see how many steps you are taking ï 10,000 is the recommended amount per person.  Consider making 
some healthy meals.  Start today; make health a priority for your family.
